The Canadian Gymnaestrada is a three day educational forum and gymnastics
performances event (not including traveling days).

It is a festival of movement involving the many different gymnastics disciplines
taking place on sport fields, in gymnasiums and on open-air stages. It is a true
celebration of Canadian Gymnastics. Though non-competitive in nature, the
Gymnaestrada provides an opportunity for participants to share in the fun and
pleasure of performing while demonstrating their physical, technical and creative
abilities.

The format for the event is the following:

» 1 day of rehearsal and workshops

= Opening ceremonies

= 2 days of performances - Indoor group performances, City performance,
Large group performances etc...

= C(Closing Gala

Once again this year, participants will have the opportunity to perform as part of the
Canada Day festivities and attend the evening events including the fireworks display.

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Definition and eligibility requirements

1 Groups

a. Definition and eligibility requirements:

By definition, a group presents one performance.

Group size is a minimum of 10 gymnasts performing on the floor AT ALL
TIMES.

Groups with:

i 10 to 15 gymnasts are limited to a 5-minute performance

ii 16 to 25 gymnasts are limited to a 10-minute performance

iii 26 or more gymnasts are limited to a 15-minute performance
A group can consist of:

i gymnasts from one club

ii  gymnasts from two or more clubs

b. Registration of groups: (may be by a club or a provincial/territorial

gymnastics federation)

P/T registration:

i A provincial/territorial gymnastics federation (P/TGF) may decide to
coordinate a P/T ‘TEAM’ performance.

ii In this case, the ‘Nominative’ and ‘Definitive’ registration may be done
through the P/TGF OR through the clubs.

Club registration:

i A group must be registered by their club if they are representing the
club.

ii A club may register more than 1 group if each one does a different
performance.

iii Each club participating in a P/T Team performance could be asked by
their P/TGF to register their participants (no PTGF registration in this
case).

iv A club must be registered as a recreational or a competitive club with
their P/TGF when the club sends their ‘Intent to Participate’ form to the
MGA (Dec. 2" 2009).

V A club that is not a registered member in good standing of their P/TGF
will not be allowed to participate in the 2010 Canadian Gymnaestrada.

2. Participants

a. Gymnast:

By definition, a gymnast trains and partakes in a group performance.

The minimum recommended age for gymnasts to participate in the
Canadian Gymnaestrada is 9 years of age at the time of the event.

A gymnast must be registered as either a recreational or a competitive
gymnast with the P/TGF when his/her name is submitted to MGA on the
Nominative registration form (January 30" 2010).

A gymnast that is not a registered member in good standing of their
P/TGF will not be allowed to participate in the 2010 Canadian
Gymnaestrada.

b. Coach:

By definition, a coach prepares the gymnasts and directs the group’s
performances.

A coach must be a minimum of 19 years of age, as of July 1, 2010.

Each group must have at least one designated coach.
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- Clubs registering more than one group must designate a different coach
per group.

- A coach must be registered as either a recreational or a competitive coach
with the P/TGF when his/her name is submitted to the MGA on the
Nominative registration form (January 30" 2010).

- A coach that is not a registered member in good standing of their P/TGF
will not be allowed to participate in the event. Furthermore, the group
will also not be allowed to participate in the 2010 Canadian
Gymnaestrada.

c. Manager:

- By definition, a manager coordinates and facilitates their group’s
participation in the Canadian Gymnaestrada and is responsible for all
direct communication with the OC 2010 before, during and after the
event.

- A manager must be a minimum of 19 years of age, as of July 1, 2010.
- Each group must have a designated manager.

- If a club registers more than one group, only 1 manager is required for all
the groups.

- A manager must be registered as a coach or an administrator with the
P/TGF when his/her name is submitted to the MGA on the Nominative
registration form (January 30" 2010).

- A manager that is not a registered member in good standing of a P/TGF
will not be allowed to participate in the event. Furthermore, the group
will not be allowed to participate in the 2010 Canadian Gymnaestrada.

d. Chaperone:
- By definition, a chaperone supervises underage gymnasts.

- A chaperone must be a minimum of 19 years of age, as of July 1, 2010.

- A group must appoint at least one chaperone if it has gymnasts younger
than 16 participating in the Canadian Gymnaestrada.

- A group is required to appoint one chaperone for every 10 children aged
between 9 and 16 years participating in the Canadian Gymnaestrada.

- A chaperone must be registered as a coach or an administrator with the
P/TGF when his/her name is submitted to MGA on the Nominative
registration form (January 30" 2010).

- A chaperone that is not a registered member in good standing of a P/TGF
will not be allowed to participate in the event. Furthermore, the group
will not be allowed to participate in the 2010 Canadian Gymnaestrada.

e. Supporter
- By definition, a supporter is a family member with no other role (not a

gymnast, coach, manager or chaperone)

- Each supporter must be registered as an administrator with the PT/GF
when his/her name is submitted to MGA on the Nominative registration
form (January 30" 2010).

- A supporter that is not a registered member in good standing of a PT/GF
will not receive an accreditation for the 2010 Canadian Gymnaestrada.

Program

a. Rehearsals — July 1, 2010 (throughout morning and afternoon — exact times
TBC):
- Will be held at the University of Manitoba Investors Group Athletic Centre.
- Will be held under same conditions as actual Indoor Group performance
(apparatus and time allotment will be identical).

b. Educational forum — July 2, 2010 (morning & afternoon - times TBC):
- Will be held at University of Manitoba Investors Group Athletic Centre.
- Will include workshops geared to coaches and gymnasts, which are open to all
registered participants and are free for all registered participants.
- Will include an information meeting for team managers & coaches attending
the 2011 World Gymnaestrada.
- More details to come in Bulletin 4.

c. Opening Ceremonies - July 1, 2010 (19:00 - 20:30):
- Will be held at the gymnasium in the University of Manitoba Investors Group
Athletic Centre
- Will be approximately 75 minutes in duration.
- Will include a presentation of the participating P/Ts and clubs, dignitaries’
speeches and several special performances.
- More details to come in Bulletin 4.

d. Indoor Group Performances - July 2-3, 2010 (morning & afternoon - times TBC):
- Will be held at the University of Manitoba Investors Group Athletic Centre -
Groups must comprise no less than 10 active performers on the floor AT ALL
TIMES (there is no maximum number).
- Performances should be designed to show the diversity of Gymnastics.
- Performances can be 5, 10 or 15 minutes in length, as per the current time
allotments for the 2011 World Gymnaestrada.
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- Performance duration includes entrances / exits and the placement / removal
of all equipment.
- More details to come in Bulletin 4.

e. City Performances — July 1% 2010 (morning & afternoon - times TBC):
- We have two locations for opportunities in conjunction with the Canada Day
Festivities — Osborne Street Festival and Assiniboine Park (Lyric Theatre).
- City performances will most likely be 5, 10 or 15 minutes in length.
- The performances will be outdoor. No equipment will be provided.

f. Closing Ceremonies — July 3™, 2010 (late afternoon - exact time TBC):
- Will be held at the University of Manitoba Investors Group Athletic Centre.
- Will be approximately 75 minutes in duration.
- Will include a final speech by the President/CEO of GCG and several ‘top-
quality’ performances selected from the Indoor Group performances.

Times for all performances will be finalized once we have received all
registrations. (January 30, 2010)

REGISTRATION a. Intent to participate form and fee (December 2" 2009):

- All clubs were required to confirm their intent to participate to the MGA by
Dec. 2" 2009.

- All clubs were required to pay a $100 intent to participate fee and to
complete and return the ‘Intent to participation’ form to the MGA by
December 2" 2009

- This was a one-time administration fee is non-refundable.

- From now on, (December 2" 2009) the OC 2010 will only correspond with
clubs (manager & coach) that have confirmed their intent to participate.

- Please note that there are a maximum number of participants that can be
accepted base on the size of the venue. While, the OC 2 0 1pblécy is one of
acceptance rather than elimination, we could be forced to place clubs on a
waiting list, in particular, clubs that do not register and pay by the December
2" 2009 deadline.

b. Nominative entry form and payment (January 30" 2010):
- Each club must COMPLETE and return the ‘Nominative entry’ form (attached)

along with a cheque made payable to the MGA by January 30'™ 2010 and
indicate on the registration form their plan for accommodation (residence or
hotel).

- Please COMPLETE BOTH THE GENERAL INFO AND PARTICIPANTS TABS
of the Excel nominative registration (attached). The information on the
financial tab will be compiled automatically according to the information you
have entered.

- A hard copy of the nominative registration must be sent to the MGA.
An electronic copy of the registration MUST be sent to the MGA at
mangym@sport.mb.ca and to GCG at jshow@gymcan.org

- Each participant (gymnast, coach, manager, and chaperone) must pay a $75
registration fee for his/her accreditation card. This accreditation card permits
each participant to access the warm-up and performance gyms and to attend
free of charge the Educational forum, the Opening Ceremonies, the Closing
Ceremonies and all the Indoor Group Performances held at the University of
Manitoba Investors Group Athletic Centre

- After this deadline, the registration fee will cost $100 per participant.

- Any amount paid at this time is fully transferable or refundable until May 1%
2010.
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c. Definitive entry form and Final Payment (postmarked May 1 2010)
- The definitive entry form and information will be sent with bulletin 4.
- Each club must send a cheque covering all residence accommodation/meal
costs to the MGA by May 15 2010.
- Late responses (after May 1% 2010) will be subject to a late registration
penalty of 10% on the total amount owed.
- Any amount paid at this time is fully transferable but not fully refundable.

d. Refunds after May 1 2010:
- Between May 2™ and May 15™ 2010: a $50 administration fee will be levied

and the rest will be refunded ($25 from registration fee & 100% of meals &
accommodation).

- Between May 16" and May 29" 2010: a $50 administration fee will be levied
and $25 will be refunded from registration fee, 50% of accommodation &
100% of meals.

- Between May 30" and June 29" 2010: a $50 administration fee will be levied
and $25 will be refunded from registration fee, 0% of accommodation & 100%
of meals

The music for the performance must be recorded on one CD as a single track. This
track must include all cuts, silences, oral directions, fade-ins, fade-outs, etc.

The music must be submitted to the GCG office before May 1%, 2010 and the
final CD must have the following information typed on the CD label:

i The name of the club and/or group
ii. The title of the performance
iii. The length of the music

Once your music has been submitted to GCG, you will NOT be able to change it and it
will NOT be allowed to use your own copy during your performance.

All music will be recorded by GCG to a master CD and will be played from the master
CD by the sound technician.

TRANSPORTATION - At their request teams will be picked up at the airport upon arrival and
taken to their accommodation (University residence or hotel). On the
departure day teams will be picked up at their accommodation and
taken to the airport.

- Transportation will be provided for groups performing at the Canada
Day City Performances.

Teams will be asked to march in for the Opening Ceremonies. All participants should
be dressed in their team track suit. Following introductions, the teams will then be
led to their seats to view the Opening Ceremonies.

Allocation of Canadian performances at the 2011 WG:

GYMNAESTRADA FIG Gala: selection is by FIG and the WG Organizing Committee 1-%> years
“SELECTION" before the WG.

PROCESS National Evening (NE): selection is by GCG 1 year before the WG. In 2011,
Canada will be participating in 2 NE (English NE and PAGU NE). Groups wishing
to be considered for the English NE or PAGU NE will be asked to indicate this
when they register for the 2011 WG and will be ‘evaluated’ during the 2010 CG.
Indoor Group Performances (IGP): selection is by GCG 1 year before the WG.
Each country is guaranteed a minimum of 5 IGP up to a maximum of 15 IGP. In
2007, Canada was allocated 14 IGP. Therefore, groups wishing to be considered
for an IGP will be asked to indicate this when they register for the 2011 WG and
will be ‘evaluated’ during the 2010 CG.

City Performances: City performances are open to any group that would like to
participate in the 2011 WG - there is no selection by GCG. However, GCG will
make recommendations as to group size and performance (theme, content, time,
costumes, etc.).

- A small group of experts will be named by GCG before the 2010 CG. This group
will be responsible for evaluating all the IGP.

- Groups will receive a copy of the ‘evaluation criteria’ in bulletin 4.
